More: when the rest of the proa there left for the bar,
Chip took the time o excuse himself to the 12-year old
fan he'd been talking ito, explaining gently that he bad
to go, was sorry t0 cut the dialogus short, and would be
happy to resume it later., It was obvious that he had
saved the kid's feslings frow being crushed.

Before you choke on the sugar content of the abhava,
let mwe tell you about the decadent Chip Delany, He was
GoH at Anonyoon, in Buffalo in '76; Monday morning his
door was open, and a mumber of us shared a breakfast of
cake and champaign,...

This may not seem decadant to ROCKY HORROR FICTURE
SHON freaks; let me mssure you: there are levels of de-
cadence. That morning was decadent; subtle, and with a
naive charm. Fating rich foods and {especially) drink-
ing chanpaign -- on a weekdsy morming when aoclety tells
you you should be at work — 18 an experience!

On the one hand,
I've heard the stories of Chip Delany the fan; I've
oven talked to him on the phone, and I know he sounds
grapious — indsed, eager! — about being cur Guesat.

But that other Delany — Samiel R, = should not he
forgotten, for the writer was the first aspect of thia
wan that aost of us ever encountered.

Delany the writer doesn't alwaya eit well with the
readers; but whether they liked it or not, few who have
Tead bia work oan ignore it. 4a Rick ssys above, that's
fine with Samuel E. Delany.

Samuel R, Delany has won four Nebula awards, beatowed
by his fellow writers, and a Huge. His novels include
THE BINSTEIN INTERSECTION and BABEI-17, both award-
vinners; and NOVA, TRITCN, and DHALGREN, (The latter
novel ia surely the most controveraial piece of af in
several decadea, if ome can judge by fanzine reactions;
avaryone seels to have reactad to it, and that cught to
#it well with the author.)

In addition, Samusl Delany has recently had published
a2 collestion of essays in sf criticism, THE JEWEL-HINGED
JAW, from Dragon Press., They make it spparent that Chip
Delany has staked out as distinctive a place in oriti-
cism ag bhe has in hia fiction.

At first thought, such a situation seemsz akin to ipn-
viting Andres Segovia te a hootenanny, or Reggie Jackson
to & stickball game, or Gordon H. Dickeon to a WOTU
meeting.

Tet, upon closer scrutiny, the idea has surprising
eopplicetions and perhaps even some merit.

Despite his chosesn coghomen, Spider Robinson ia not
an Arachnid, The fact that he haa only twe arma, two
loga and four eyes definitely removes him from ¢lasgi-
fication smong the srachnidse, In fact, although there
are acme minority copiniona that deny it, the evidence
points atrongly to the concluaion that Spider Ecbinscn
is a member of gemus Homo, species sapiens,

But which subspesies? That is the orucial question.

After a2 superficisl examination of his artifacta, the
inexrperienced student might be tewpted to place him in
subepecies H, sciencefictionus professionalis. 4And it
is certainly true that his srtifzcts inelude literary
works of sufficient merit to earn him a Hugo, a Campbell,
and other plaudita, He has aceepted money for many of
theme artifacta, He has also composed, played, and sung
tusie —— showing socme rudiamentary esthetio eenaibilities,
Thia, despite the fact thet hie home territory is in the
frozen wasteland of Nova Scotia.

Bow we got ihere ia two chapters in itself, but suf-
fice it to say that one day late last August I found
myaelf piloting a wvehiecle bound for Albuguerque, site
of Buboniecon, I shared the car with 600 pounds of books
and a somewhat smaller Bob Tucker, as we eniered Kan-
sas.
