Frederik Pohl

by Eric M. Heideman

Bom 26 Movember 1919, Frederik Pohl has spent a good pan of his life in New
York and New Jersey, currently lives in Palatine, I1linois, and has spent tirne in many
pars of the world. About 55 years ago, when he was around 17, he joined sciencs
fiction fandom while it was still wet behind the sars, He helped found several
Rrooklyn and Manhaiian fan clubs, most notably the Fulurians, whose other
members included Isase Asimov, .M. Kombluth, Damon Knight, and James
Blish. He was.one of twelve people in attcndance at the first known SF convention,
which occurrent in Philadelphia in 1936, Together with several of his fellow
Futurian rabble rousers, he was Bared from atiending the Mirst “world™ SF
c_nnw:nl'mn i Manhatean in 1939, for reasons which seemed quite irnperiant al
ume,

Alsain 1939, Fred Pohl found himsclf, at 19, the editor of twa profeesignal 3F
mMagarines, Asonishing Spores and Super Science Stories. Though strapped with
aminimalist budget, he was able, through hard work or genius o something, o get
Eood stories from the likes of Heinlein and Asimov. Afeer World War [T Air Force
service, he wenl 1o work for an advenising agency, then became a filerary agenl
specializing in SF, He was the kind of agenl every writer dreams aboul, aclually
paying his clients w wrile whatever kind of SF they really wanied o wrile, then
wHTYing ahoul where o szllitlaer. That way he not only gota represent a plurality
of the best SF writers of the *50s; he abso provided them with 1he peace of mind Lo
write_rnanyﬁf the i beststories, That was wonderful for the witers andtheir readers,
but s generosity drove his agency into debt. and he switched 1 writing full-timg,
In the early '50x he collaborated with Kombluth on a Galaxy sequel called Grayy
Plaggy. which shows whal the world might be Like if agverisers were completely in
charge. Inbook furm, as The Spage Mechants, i has sald millions of CUpLES I two
dozen languages. It remmains, with Huxley's Braye New World, one of the twa
masterpieces of sciepce fiction satire,

Also during the 19505, Poh! advised [an Ballantine on the new line of SF
paperbacks he was launching. For Ballantine Books, Pohi launched the Siar Scicnce
Liclion series, the first SF anthologies consisting enurely of never belone published
qlaterial. Then, Irom 1960 10 1569, he served as a magazine editor again; his several
Ltles included Galasy, Workds of If, and Workds of Tomamow. He encouraged
Ellisen, and Tiptree, and MNiven, and Silverherg during his best and most
experimental phase, A lotof people think that Pohl was the best SFmagazine editor
al the 1960s. His If received the Hugo Award for best SF magariné three Limes in
a row.

Oh, God, bt Frederik Pohl has done a lot. Worked a3 an editor Tor Bantam.
Helped found the Hydra Club, a social Eroup thal included most of the New York
SF writers of the late "405 and exrly "50s. He has served as President of the Science

_ Fiu':m \'.u'rita*s ol America (SFWA), and a5 President of Word 3F, a proup which

He wrote a
biography of the Roman emperor Tiberius, and is the Encyclopediy Briannica’s
source (o infomation on thal person; for a year he spent foar hours 2 day leaming
chess moves; Tor 2 couple of years while he was editing Galgxy be also scrved as a
volumeer fire fighter. He is a dedicated fan of scicnce, and writes that “with not
craugh furmal education tqualily me asa mailman 1 know about asmuch about, say,
astronomy as any biochemist, as much mathcmatics as most physicists.” He is, in
shurt, & commatied buman being, and that commitment shines tuough in his acnons,
and in the works he edits, and in the stories he writes. A while hack 1gol 1o see him
siting on a pancl in which wrirers who arc expenienced enough Lo know betler were
saying a Yot of blamney about teehnique as the be-all and end-all of writing, Fred Pohl
said, more or less, "If there isn't something inside of you which von passionately need
to express, you will never be a writer, 0o matier how much echnique you have.”™ |
know a few other words as oue as hai, bot none troer.

Mr. Pohl has written of SF writcrs, “We are all risk-taking and inguisitive by
nature, and if there is a Renaissance Man aglive I ithink he is a science Acion woer.”

He became onc of the
bright young stars of the 1950, producing nowel s and stoties that were consistently
solid and somegimes beilliant, In Eggue Moan, he wedded the novel of ideas to the
novel of characler about s well as anyone has.

From the sarly "60s through the mid- " 70s he tumed toother purseiis with equal
passion, working in advenising and wriing many kinds of nonfiction. Eul he kept
his hand in the SF feld by regolady reviewing lor science fiction magazines from
1965 on: first for (alaxy, thep for Eanlasy and Science Ficnon.

With Michelmas, Algis demonstrated that he was stll in top form as a fichon
wriler, [n the 1980z, the lale L. Bon Hubbard established the Wrners of the Fuiire
Contast for the suppon and encouragement of promising new writers. What could
have been jusi a gimmick became a serious lilerary endeavor when Algis became
cditor of the volumes containing the contest-winning entrics. Then in 1986 Algis
donned sill another hat by seling up an annual writing workshop for contest
WITmETS.
