The total number of children and the numbser of children of certain ages
_(ﬁ:tinﬂarly under one year) in Childcare at any one ime will be imited.

numberof hours that achild may bein Childcarcisalselimited: Infants
undet 6 months may stay a maximum of 2 hours at a ime: other children
may stay a maximum of 4 hours at a time. A child who has left childcare
cannot return until at least onc hour has passed. We hopethat these res tric-
tions will alleviate some of the crowding in Childeare but still give every
parent a chanee to make use of it.

Hercare a few more thi ngs you should know:

* Children with mental or physical disabilitics are wolcome if they
do not require more special attention than we can provide,

+ Childcare cannot take children with any contagious iliness,

* Wecannotdispense ANY medication, including over-thecounter
drugs such as Tylenol.

Children will be offered nutritious snacks abuut cvery 2 hours, but these
are NOT MEANT TOTAKE THE PLACE OF MEALS. If your child will bx:
in Childeare at a mealtime, please fead him or her ahead of time or plan ke
return early enotigh so that we don’t havea famished child on our hands.

Pleasclet us know about dictary restrictions.

Children must besigned inand out cach time they use Childcare. If you fail
to sign in your child, you can expect Minicon security forces to track you
down and drag you back. When you sign your child in, you'll reccive a
“receipt”, which YOU MUST PRESENT when you pickupyourchild. This
is for the protection of your child.

Pleasc bring along a change of clothes for any child for whom thera is the
slightest chance of an "accident”.

A child may bring his/her own toy to Childcare if the toy is marked with
the child’s name (orinitials) and ifthe child will be responsible for putting
the toy away in his/her cubby when not playing with it. Toys left lying
around arc considered fair game for the other kids to play with.

Pease mark your child's name on all extra clothes and other belongings
(toys, bottlcs, blankets, etc ).

Ifyou leave your child to go to sleep in Childcare at night, we'll do the best
we can, but we may not have encugh workers to go through a special
routine (rocking, singing, whatever) with each child.

Children in Childcare areexpected to follow the childeare worker's diree-
tions, to take turns with toys, and totreat other children respect fully. to l!me
extent that isappropriatefor theirages. Children whose behavior is persis-
tently outside these limits will not be allowed tocontinue to use Childeare.

Parents who do not sign their children in or out or who leave children
Jonger than the 2 or 4 hour Limit will not be aliowed to continue to use
Childcare,

While the Childcare room will be staffed by experienced, paid childcare
workers, we cncourage parents to volunteer sometime. The more help we
have, tho more children can wse the room.

players was a group . which we worked out a few hours before we
went on. Everett and Ohrisengineered (and made theta pewelater playedon

and Will Shetterly’s “His Master’s Voice. ..” and Brian Westiey's “PeteMoss,
Space Detective” as well as sotne shorter bits. Alsothat year, our record Spin-
dizzy, (ok, ok, a soundsheed) came out to thunderous indifference. Sall, it has
“Captain Audio and the Cassettes” armud some strong material and
solid production values. We're using my “Timeln A Spraycan” commercial
for the retrospective. Cast included Jerry, Kara, Emma, Rob, David, Kate,
Brianand myself.

Jerry and Kate wrote the 1982 script. “Warp of the Worlds™ was a parody of
Crrson Welles' “War of the Worlds” broadcast, [f you weren't familiar with
the original it was kind of hard to follow what was going on, but that didn’t
matter much amid the verbal pyrotechnics. We're doing an excerpt, “The
Landing at Davis Comers” this year. Cast included Jerry, Kate, Kara, Emma,
David, Brian, Jon Singer and myself.

The 1983 script started out innocently enough. Brian wanted to writea Dud-
ley De-right episode where Dud ley gets turned into a vampire and ] wanted
to write a murder mystery whenz the audiencedid it. This is about average
when I’'m the Producer. Over the summer, Dave Sims, creator of Cerebust
Aardoark, accepred as Artist Guest of Honor, Kara had been adapting the
Cerebus scripts, and it was only natural that we insert the cwrent one, “The
Socret” from Cerebues #6 into the performance. it wasaninspired addition,and
this is perhaps our best stage show te date. Each of thethree main skits is toa
long te redo (sorry), but we're using Brian’s sequence of 5 related commer-
clals in the retrospective. Cast included Brian, Kara, Jerry (as Dudley), Jon,
Kate, Curtis Hoffmann (as Cercbus), Michael Butler, Steve Brust (who was
Toastmaster), Cass Marshall (deing special effects)and myself,

The theme for 1984 was, of course, a 1984-inspired, “Big Bozoid Wants You.”
Kara,as Producer {and co-Head of Programming), madesure everythingon
"Cable Radio” reflected the theme, For the retrospective I'm slightly rewrit-
ing “The Next of Kinetic Sculpturas” without the Big Bozoid references. It
was an Ellen Gone interview which introduced my BBS alter-ego, Concep-
tual Artist Jasor: Reignboughs. This scattering of otherwise unrelated mate-
dalincluded Kara, Jerry, Brian, Kate, Curtis, Jon, Linda Schusheim, Jake Esau
and tnyself,

The 1985 script, “When The Chips Are Down®, wassup tobe my Mag-
numOpus, reflecting my personal philosophy and with situationsand
diatoguewhichwoulkd laugh, cryand think; prefenca-
bly at thesametime... itdidn't work out that way, alas. But there werearmus-
ing sequences and the philosophy did get an ovation. For the retrospective
weTeusing the “Jews for Elvis” commercial and some of the other
odd bits. Cast included Jerry & Kara (co-Toastmasters), Bri
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Sue Grandys,

ValLies, Ed Eastman, James P.Hogan (ProGuestof Honor) and myself. About
thistime John Brower pined Everett and Chirisin thetech crew.

“Generic Movies”, the 1986 script by Jerry, Brian and Mark Rotzien, started
out asa movie inone genre, slipped fandifully into anotherand thenanother
and kept going without stopping for air. The audience liked it a lot, though
someofthejokes weredread, Jim. We'renot going totryto pulla segmant out
ofcontext. Castincluded Jerry, Brian, Kara, Jon, Val, Curtis, John Robey, Rich-
ard Stiefer, John Houghton, and myself.

The 1987 script was the most fun to write. The Ligvek shared-world anthole-
gies contain many SHOCKWAVE alumni and fniends, and we wanted 10
includeas many as possibleina performance st mthatcity. Myself, Jerry and
Lizoek contributor Eﬁ: sat down and constructed the play line-by-line. [t is
our Hightest script. We had some problems with the band scheuled for later
thatnight(welater changed Miniconstructurebecauseof theinddent) which
affected our performance, but it still came off pretty well. “PBS Liavek” is
another script for which I'm not sure we can pull a segment out of context.
Cast wascom of Lisvek contributors Kara, john M. Ford, Pamela Dean,
PatriciaC. Wrade, Jane Yolen (rememberthat name!), Emma Bull, Nathan A.
Bucklin and Steve Brust, aleng with Jerry and myself.
