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Kelly Freas was born in Hornell, New York and
rearad in Canada, He attended Catholic University
and Georgetown Univeraity in Washingten, D.C., Col-
uwwbus Art School in Columbus, Ohle, Carnegie Tech
and Art Institute of Pitcsburgh in Fittsburgh, Penn-
gyivania, He hag exhibiced in one-man and group
shows in New York, New Jereey, Fennsylvania, Vir-
ginia, Ohico and Mexico; =snd he pives frequent lec-
tures on his work. He has been In Sclence Fietion
for a Iittle over 20 years, and has won the Hugo
seven times, of which he 15 justly proud. He has
also been piven the tirle of Dean of Science Flction
Illustrrators, and his poaters and prints have won
national awards.

Besides science fiction, he worked for MAD maga-
zine for several years, doing the front, baeck and
ingide covers during mest of that time. Recently
he created the little character on CRAZY and has
been doing their covers. He has dene portralts,
relipioys art, technical illustrations, medical
art, carteoons, ete., and once In a while when it i
necessary to meet the budget, he does advertising.
But acience fictiorn Is probably hie first and only
true love., He 1s well known for the thought and
research he puts into his i1llustrations, and the
search for data has taken him from the launch pads
of Cape Canaveral with the Space Program, to the
bettom of the Arlantic in a nuclear submarine.

Ris wife, Polly, works with him in most of his
ventures, being the business partner of the famile.
There is -a daughter, Jacqueline, in her first year
collepe, and a son, Jerry, in his lazt year of
high achool, both of whom turn up frequently in
illustrations.
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Ladies and Gentlemen, you are being contrelled.

Tucker has for vears held you in his thrall without
your knowledge,

It all began when he worked for the Roosevelt
administration ino 1935, He set up The Great Staple
War, an efforr rhat In later years evolved into the
War On Poverty and the food-stamp program. He
retired from government shortly after his first
dearh, which took place in late 1935 and caused the
letrter column of Astounding to become gercon ever
after. {At least until 1938....)

This forced retirement permitted Tucker teo
lauvnch his most famous effort in propaganda, his
fanzine Le Zombie. Since the magazine was supposed—
ly published every tlme a zombie awoke, Tucker
published an issue after he heard of the death
of a fan. Mpst fannish deaths in those days were
greatly exapperated, of course. Tucker suffered
several of them, until they nc longer atfected
him ac all. At that time he stopped publishing
fanzines.

Jur hero then turned to writing, becendng famous
as a mystery author, Earl Stanly Gardener and Robert
Blotch were his wost famous pseudonyms; when he oe-
cagionally wrote acience fiction, he was known as
Vekrls Brack and Volsted Gridban. Arthur Lec Zapat
once said of him, "Do ycu have fireflies there?"

Fuor several years Tucker was alao employed in
the motlon picture industry.

Over the yearz Tucker has built up his power.
The greatest demonstration of his fannish sneakiness
came when he was designated contracter for a hotel
fer the World Sclience Fiction Convention. Fans were
ta send him a krick through the mail for the hotel's
construction. Shortly thereafter, Tucker moved with-
out leaving a forwarding address., This maneuver
clearly demonstrates the Machlavellian nature of
Tucker's brilliant though devicus mind.

llis great wit has breougit him power; and se it
is that the Minnesota Science Fiction Society
